The name “Skeleton Coast” conjures up romantic images of
desolate beauty, and proudly remote Hoanib in the Kaokoveld
does not disappoint. The dry bed of the Hoanib River supports a
thin green ribbon of vegetation and the wild beaches of the
Atlantic coast are within reach, with their noisy seal colonies and

eerily quiet shipwreck remnants.

Eight large en-suite tents (including one family unit) and the main
area provide shady viewpoints, while nature drives into the
surrounding area reveal a wealth of desert-adapted wildlife.
Desert-adapted lion and brown hyaena may also be glimpsed in

this vast but far from lifeless landscape.

The terrain includes rocky and sandy sections as well as
some hilly areas. The ride is conducted as an expedition through this spectacular region and a comfortable pace is set to

allow for maximum enjoyment of the landscape and wildlife. This is not a race or endurance event.
